School Homework Detention Policy Years 4 -12 

From 25th April, the school will commence a detention policy for students who have not completed 

homework.  Parents will be advised the day before a student has detention and alternative transport

The students will face detention when they do not complete their homework: 

 1st time fault- 1 day detention;  

 2nd time- 2 daysΩ detention;  

 3rd time- one week detention;  

 More than three times in one term will result in suspension. 

The length of the detention will depend on how much work the student is required to do to catch up with her
